ÅMSM account for only 4% of the U.S. population 

andé

Å48% of the more than one million people living with 

HIV/AIDS in the U.S. (532,000 total persons)

Å53% of all new HIV infections in the U.S. each year 

(28,700 infections)

Åhave an incidence rate that is 44 times that of other men 

in the U.S. (522-989 per 100,000 vs. 12 per 100,000 in 

other men)

Åare the only risk group in the U.S. in which new HIV 

infections are increasing
